Robert "Kent" Pinckney, 84, passed peacefully February 16, 2012 at St. Joseph's Hospital in Chewelah, WA. Kent's wife Judy, was at his side as well as family members and Pastor Dan Cleghorn of Chewelah Baptist Church.

He was often called upon by the doctor to speak to other patients before and after a laryngectomy, which he did. Kent faced many medical challenges and always did well. When no one expected him to have any more energy to go, he always mustered more and thus giving him the nickname of the "Energizer Bunny."

Kent proved to have a great love of cooking and was always preparing holiday meals for the family. His granddaughter and great granddaughters always wanted him to make his clam chowder whenever they came for a visit.

Prior to Kent's surgery he had a wonderful singing voice. Kent loved to get into political debates and had a great sense of humor.

As his health declined over the past two years when he got out less, he enjoyed having coffee with buddies at the Valley Store. Especially in the last two years Kent would make special trips to the orchards to get apples for the deer on their property, a task he took on lovingly, as he was able to watch their grace and beauty from his front room.

Kent had accepted the Lord and knew that when he closed his eyes for the final time here on earth that he would be opening them again in the Heavenly Kingdom.

Kent is preceded in death by his parents, his brother and sister and two sons, Aaron and Scott.
